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BATTERY PACK REMOVAL

Battery pack

1. Turn the computer upside down as shown.

2. Slide the battery release lever in the direction of the
arrow.

3. Lift out the battery pack.

HDD REMOVAL

HDD cover

M2.5x5 black flat head screw

1. Turn the computer upside down.
2. Remove two M2.5x5 black flat head screws securing
HDD cover and pull out the cover.

OPTIONAL PC CARD REMOVAL

PC Card

Eject button

1. Press the eject button of the PC Card slot.
2. Press the extended eject button to pop the PC card
out slightly.
3. Grasp the PC Card and pull it out
NOTE: Before removing any PCMCIA device, make sure
it is “STOPPED” in the PC Card Manager.
